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Arsen Duplanci¢ has been instrumental in rescuing news
and documents of numismatic interest throughout his long
career as research librarian of Split’s Arheoloski Muzej (AMS),
and he has published several essays with a numismatic angle.!
Recently retired, he leaves behind a well-organized library, an
essential resource for any archaeologist and ancient histo-
rian conducting research in the Adriatic region. The holdin-
gs of the AMS’ library include several issues of the Gazzetta
di Zara, a broadsheet printed in Zadar by Pietro and Napoleo-
ne Battara and edited by Agostino Brambilla between 1832 and
1836, when Dalmatia was a crown land of the Austrian Empi-
re. Throughout this period various anonymous correspondents
and prominent Dalmatian antiquarians, such as Pietro Nise-
teo (Petar Nizetié, 1774-1866) and Matteo Capor (Matija Ka-
por, 1789-1842), sent information to the Gazzetta di Zara abo-
ut finds of antiquities that included Greek and Roman coins.

Nearly fifty years ago Z. Dukat and I. Mirnik first called
attention to some articles in the Gazzetta di Zara in a seminal
essay on the pre-Roman coinages in the territory of the former
Yugoslavia.? However, a comprehensive search and analysis of
the contents of this newspaper from a numismatic perspecti-
ve has only now been completed. Duplanci¢ greatly facilita-
ted these investigations, both by allowing me to examine the
copies of the Gazzetta di Zara in the AMS’ library and by provi-
ding me with a link to the digitized version of this newspaper
in Zadar’s Znanstvena knjiznica.3 He also generously supplied
me with his own list of numismatic references in the Gazzetta
di Zara. Thus he has helped to salvage valuable data that en-
hance our knowledge of Dalmatia’s numismatic record.

Several articles and miscellaneous news items relevant to
finds of Greek and Roman coins in Dalmatia,* and to numi-
smatic acquisitions by the Museo di Dalmazia, Ragusa, e Catta-
ro (a museum instituted in Zadar in 1832; today’s Zadar’s Arhe-
oloski muzej),5 were published in the Gazzetta di Zara. They are
listed below in chronological sequence.®

Finds of Greek and Roman coins in Dalmatia from the...

Tijekom svoje dugogodiSnje karijere knjiZnicara istraZi-
vaca u Arheolo§kome muzeju u Splitu (dalje AMS) Arsen Du-
plancic izdvajao je i spremao spise zanimljive za numizmatiku.
Isto tako je i objavio nekoliko radova koji se doti¢u numizma-
tike.! Nedavno umirovljen, ostavlja za sobom dobro organizi-
ranu knjiznicu, osnovno polaziSte arheolozima i povjesnicari-
ma starog vijeka za istraZivanje proSlosti podrudja Jadrana. U
knjiznici AMS nalazi se nekoliko godisSta Gazzetta di Zara, li-
sta velikog formata koji su u Zadru tiskali Pietro i Napoleone
Battara te izdavao Agostino Brambilla (1832. - 1836.) izmedu
1832.11850. godine. Tada je Dalmacija bila krunska zemlja Au-
strijskog Carstva. Tijekom tog razdoblja razni su dalmatinski
ljubitelji i istrazivaci starina, oni anonimni kao i oni istaknuti,
poput Pietra Nisitea (Petar Nizeti¢, 1774. — 1866.) i Mattea Ca-
pora (Matija Kapor, 1789. — 1842.) slali za Gazzetta di Zara vi-
jesti o nalazima starina, ukljuc¢ujudi nalaze grckoga i rimskog
novca.

Prije gotovo pedeset godina Z. Dukat i I. Mirnik prvi su svr-
nuli pozornost na neke ¢lanke iz Gazzetta di Zara u svom po-
¢etnom radu o predrimskom novcu na tlu bive Jugoslavije.?
Medutim, tek je sad zavrSeno sveobuhvatno istrazivanje i ana-
liza sadrzaja tog lista iz numizmaticke perspektive. Duplanci¢
je uvelike olak$ao to istraZivanje, omogucivsi mi da pregledam
primjerke Gazzetta di Zara u knjiZnici AMS-a. Osim toga jo$
me uputio na poveznicu za digitalizirani oblik ovog lista u za-
darskoj Znanstvenoj knjiznici3 Uz to mi je velikodu$no stavio
ma raspolaganje vlastite biljeSke numizmaticke tematike, koje
je sam izdvojio iz Gazzetta di Zara. Tako mi je pomogao pono-
vo izvu(i na vidjelo vrijedne podatke i prosiriti nasa saznanja
na polju dalmatinske numizmatike.

U Gazzetta di Zara objavljeno je viSe ¢lanaka i razlicitih vi-
jesti koji se odnose na nalaze grc¢koga i rimskog novca u Dalma-
ciji* i na nabavu novca za Museo di Dalmazia, Ragusa, e Cattaro
- Muzeja Dalmacije, Dubrovnika i Kotora (u Zadru je osnovan
muzej 1832., danas je to zadarski Arheoloski muzej).5 Spome-
nuti ¢lanci i vijesti su dalje u ovom radu popisani kronolos-
kim redom.®

On May 24, 1832, Wenzel Alois Vetter von Lilienberg, the se-
cond Austrian governor of Dalmatia (1831-1840), examined
Carlo Lanza’s coin collection (see below, 1834.6) in Split.

Although it is not known whether it was stolen or sold
abroad (see Duplancic¢ 20193, pp. 111-113, footnote 92), it may have
been taken to Italy by F. Lanza after his retirement.

‘In a wholly rural and wooded mediterranean locale named
Skudljivac, not far from an area that shows various remains
of a place that was inhabited long ago and near a property of
mine situated within the perimeter of Vrbanj’s district, at a
distance of 3 miles from Stari Grad on the island of Hvar, Ni-
colo Burattov known as Massan, [son] of the late Tomaso, fo-
und several loose bronze coins, buried without any special
arrangement. Some of them had a dark blue-green color, more
or less intense, others had a reddish-brown and light brown
color, and all were coated with that patina or numismatic rust
that guarantees that they are authentic. I had many of them
drawn, as you will see on the sheet that I have attached so that
Mr. Battara, the editor (i.e., of the Gazzetta di Zara), may have
them engraved on copper, to let them be known to all connos-
seurs.

NiZeti¢’s drawing showed images of 10 coins: a coin of He-
rakleia (marked by the letter A); a bronze coin of Pharos bea-
ring the legend ®APIQN (marked by the letter B); four other
bronze coins of Pharos (marked by the letters C, D, E, and F),
and four coins overstruck by Pharos on bronzes of Issa bearing
the legend IONIO (marked by the letter G, H, I, and K). Both
these overstrikings and their Issaean undertypes were previo-
usly unknown. Even though the drawing was never published
by the Gazzetta di Zara, NiZeti¢ eventually had it engraved and
printed in Milan, as one learns from a letter that he wrote to
M. Kapor on October 29, 1835.”7 In February 1836 he sent a copy
of it, and a drawing with 28 illustrations of the overstrikin-
gs, to Anton Steinbiichel von Rheinwall, Keeper of the Impe-
rial coin cabinet in Vienna.”® Later that year, NiZeti¢ also sent
to Steinbiichel “alcune monete di Jonio portanti il delfino”, i.e.,
some Issaean coins bearing the legend IONIO on the obverse
and a dolphin to 1. on the reverse that were overstruck by Pha-
ros, from the Skudljivac hoard;* he was hoping that the Au-
strian numismatist would help him to discern the origin of
the overstrikings. But this problem remained unsolved, and
his subsequent article for the Gazzetta di Zara was devoted to
the coinage of Herakleia.* Steinbiichel’s opinion about the at-

According to the author of this article (“P.”), dr. Costantino
Zamboni, chief magistrate of Vis in 1843,3 had assembled a
large collection of ‘coins and medals.” “P.” saw some coins of
Issa with O/ Krater and R/ Grape cluster (p. 375); he pointed
out that the site of ancient Issa on the hill named Gradina was
then being used to grow grapes (“ora coltivato a vite”).

2. Fenzi 1843a, p. 393:

Several undescribed Roman coins were found in 1820, “nella
villa Tepliui tre miglia circa lungi da Dernis verso il nord” (‘in
the village Tepljuh, c.

This assemblage was a hoard of denarii that was concea-
led in the early 3 century A.D, as I. Marovic¢ established from
his analysis of a description of the coins in a letter written by
Carrara to Vienna’s Imperial Academy of Sciences on 25 Mar-
ch, 1850, and preserved in the library of Split’s Arheoloski mu-
zej. The single coin of Tacitus (a plated Antoninianus), and the
three ‘medallions’ (which were made of “rame”, i.e., bronze,
and were a sestertius of Antoninus Pius and two Byzantine
folles of Anastasius) were probably intrusive.+> Even though
Marovi¢ was unaware of the brief notice published in the Gaz-
zetta di Zara, he was able to determine that Carrara found the
hoard in excavations inside Salona’s amphitheater.+

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Overall, an inspection of the Gazzetta di Zara has yielded
new information on finds of ancient coins in Dalmatia in the
second quarter of the 19" century. Although most of this evi-
dence is incomplete, and very few findspots are mentioned, it
integrates the generally scant data provided by the archaeo-
logical reports from this period, which were focused primari-
ly on the site of Salona.++ In addition to documenting finds of
coins of Issa, Pharos, and Herakleia on the islands of Hvar and
Vis, the data extracted from various articles highlight the pre-
sence of issues of other Greek mints, such as Dyrrhachium,*
and of Roman and Roman Provincial coins (especially of Nica-
ea, Nicopolis, and Viminacium), within the region.+

The news reported by the Gazzetta di Zara also attests to
the importance of coin collecting in Dalmatia at this time. Sc-
holarly collectors such as P. NizZeti¢ engaged in intellectual
discourse with their peers and with leading numismatists in
Vienna and Rome, and they advanced the study of ancient co-
inage by documenting and publicizing unusual finds (such as

Other collectors from across the regi-
on increased the holdings of the Museo di Dalmazia, Ragusa
e Cattaro by donating coins. In contrast, the numismatic col-
lection of Split’s Archaeological museum until the early 1870s
consisted almost exclusively of coins from the excavations at
Salona conducted by Carlo Lanza (1821-1828) and Francesco
Carrara (1842-1850).47

Since several ancient coins presented to the Zadar Muse-
um between 1833 and 1845 came from donors from more than
40 different places ranging from northern Dalmatia to today’s
Montenegro, it seems plausible that many or most of them
were found locally. In particular, it is tempting to regard the
bronze coins of Dyrrhachium and Issa given by donors from
the environs of Drnis$ (1839.3) and from Bajagic¢ (1841) as local
finds, given the fact that other examples of these issues come
from the same inland areas of northern and central Dalmatia.*®

It is noteworthy that the vast majority of these coins (1182
coins or 64.95%) came from northern and central Dalmatia,
whereas only 15.71% (286 coins) came from southern Dalma-
tia. On the other hand, at least 19.34% (352 coins) and probably
more came from Montenegro. Among these is a considerable
number of silver and bronze coins from Budva (ancient Bout-
hoe), a site with a long history of occupation, whose numisma-
tic record is not well known,* and from the Bay of Kotor. The
Zadar Museum acquired ancient coins from Montenegro at le-
ast until 1918.5°

Furthermore, at least 1 or 2, or some ancient coins also
came from the following locations: Asseria (Podgrade), Hvar,
Nerezi§¢a (island of Brac), Nin, Omi$, Promina, Raslina, Skra-
din, Stari Grad, Tor (Jelsa, island of Hvar), and Vrgorac.

Therefore the Gazzetta di Zara contributed to preserving
essential information about the circulation of coinage acro-
ss Dalmatia (and, to some extent, Montenegro) in antiquity,
and indirectly documented the earliest acquisitions of Croa-
tia’s second oldest museum. This is especially significant, be-
cause a large portion of Zadar’s collection of Greek coins was
taken to Italy in 1944 and is now in Venice’s Museo Archeolo-
gico Nazionale;> it is uncertain whether official records of the
coins’ provenience have survived. A future publication of the-
se coins will have to take the data from the Gazzetta di Zara
into consideration.

Iz nabrojenog je razvidno da je Gazzetta di Zara pridonije-
la ocuvanju osnovnih informacija o cirkulaciji novca u Dalma-
ciji (u odredenoj mjeri i u Crnoj Gori) u doba antike, a neizrav-
no je zabiljezila i najranije nabave drugoga najstarijeg muzeja
u Hrvatskoj.
